TOUR OF THE VALLEY 2009 & 2010

Tour of the Valley was voted 2nd Top Sports Story in 2009. This speaks volumes for the success of the event considering our lo-
cal area’s obsession with sports. The residents of Mahoning and Columbiana counties were excited to learn about the 2nd largest
recreational activity and sport in the country: cycling. Each day we had 200 riders supported by 45 event staff and volunteers.
Last summer, the races attracted pro cyclists and their supporters, as well as, community leaders, friends, families and children
of all ages. We're proud that our first Tour of the Valley created an economic surplus with thousands of people making hotel ac-
commodations, dining in restaurants, and exploring the Valley’s entertainment and educational venues. This year, we anticipate
an even greater turnout (in 2010 the number of cyclists doubled from the first year) with cyclists joining us from the Midwest
and beyond. This year’s locations will be: Ellsworth, Columbiana and Youngstown. We already have volunteers signed up for
supporting this year’s event.

TOUR OF THE VALLEY 2011 :: CHANGES

The third annual Tour of the Valley will feature (21) Twenty-One Races, up from 17 races last year, TOTV is growing thanks to
overwhelming support! New Categories include: PVR Juniors- 15-16 and 17-18, 10-14 (Sunday Only); Women Cat 3-4; Wom-
en Cat 1-3; Masters 40+, 50+ (cat 2/3/4); and Men Cat 5 (sep.from cat 4). Also there will be a new team competition! Riders can
register three or more riders for the team competition and qualify for great team prizes.

In 2010 TOTV was able
to offset 34.04 Tons of CO2 Emissions thanks to our generous sponsors, cyclists and volunteers. Reducing our carbon emissions
promotes a cleaner, safer environment for residents in the Valley by helping the planet maintain its natural temperature regulation.
Offsetting carbon emissions can help prevent crop failures, the spread of wildfires and even reduce melting ice caps and glaciers.
Since climate change is caused by human activities, it is our goal is to create a brighter future for upcoming generations by reducing
our carbon footprint today. The goal is to take action against global warming by hosting a carbon neutral event. Through recycling,
carpooling and staging of events we have lowered drive times and reduced waste, which reduces our impact on the environment. We
are proud to be the first team (Carbon Racing) to promote carbon neutrality in Ohio cycling events.

We also want to encourage people
to reduce their impact on the environment by at least 50%.
Beyond promoting environmental sustainability, we hope this
event will draw attention to the revitalization efforts of our
diverse communities. We want to make Northeast Ohio a travel
destination that is rich in history, heritage and hope. We are
riding for the health of our neighbors, our neighborhoods, and
ultimately, our planet.
